Write a short essay (4-5 standard pages) on ONE of the following topics:

(a) Explain fully what is meant by the five types of ongoing language change distinguished in Figure 4 in the set article by Hundt et al. on New Zealand English morphosyntax (p. 50 in the text collection prepared for this course). Then illustrate with at least one example of each of the five types. The illustrations should include material from your own corpus investigation.

(b) The use of progressive verb forms in the national varieties within the inner circle of English, with special emphasis on possible differences among these varieties. You may or may not choose to include material from your own corpus investigation.

(c) The mandative subjunctive in the national varieties within the inner circle of English, with special emphasis on possible differences among these varieties. You may or may not choose to include material from your own corpus investigation.

Part II (50 %)

Write a short essay (4-5 standard pages) on ONE of the following topics:

(a)
What do you see as the advantages and the disadvantages of a pluricentric approach to English, in which there are several global centres, native and non-native, each with their own standard variety of English? Cf. Jenkins, p. 64.

(b)
Global English – implications for teaching

Considering the way English is used in the world today, how should the language be taught? In your discussion you should comment on core approaches to English as an international language. Cf. Jenkins, pp. 125-131.

Comment on some characteristics of Indian English drawing on ICE India. In case you wrote about this in connection with your second obligatory assignment, you must focus on different aspects from those you dealt with before.
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
