1. Discuss the ways in which Woolf experiments with “gender identity” and “sexuality” in Orlando. Address what you think Woolf is trying to do with these concepts. What is she trying to communicate to her readers?



2. Compare and contrast Their Eyes Were Watching God and “Barn Burning” from this point of view: both are Southern texts that focus on the personal and ethical decisions of a central figure.



3. Both Sasha Jensen in Good Morning Midnight and Krebs in “Soldiers Home” have been described by critics as characters who exhibit signs of “post-traumatic stress disorder.” Discuss the themes of trauma and alienation in both of these texts. 
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
