Part I (70%) Answer ONE question in Part I. Do not repeat information from part II.
1. The American Civil War was a political, cultural and social conflict as well as a military conflict. Write an essay where you describe the most important events and forces that led to the Civil War and how they were resolved during and after the conflict. Remember that you can use examples from primary sources where this is appropriate.

2. Industrialization, immigration and urbanization in the late 19th and early 20th Century had a massive impact on American life. Write an essay where you describe the most important of the cultural, political and material changes of the periods that have been termed the Gilded Age and the Progressive Era in American history. Remember that you can use examples from primary sources where this is appropriate.

3. American political involvement on the international scene expanded greatly throughout the 20th Century, something which also had important effects on American social and political life at home. Use what you know about this expansion to describe America’s role in the Cold War of the 20th century. Remember that you can use examples from primary sources where this is appropriate.
