Part II (60%; ca. 2 hours and 15 minutes) ANSWER ONE of the following essay questions. Be sure you address all parts of the question you choose and compose a well argued and constructed  essay.

Either

1. Discuss the various sources of the growth of presidential power. Critically debate the consequences of this growth that you consider most serious for the nation and its relations with other countries.

or
2. Outline the ways in which the president and EOP may be said to be involved in a struggle over shared powers with the three branches of the federal government. (the question on interbranch relations )

or
3. Argue for what you consider the best solution to the dilemma(s) of drawing the line between national security concerns and the preservation of civil liberties that you believe is best for society in the United States and American international relations. Keep in mind the specifics of U. S. governmental arrangements, political traditions, and presidential precedent.
