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Writing with the Five Paragraph Method
This first part of the course is a writing workshop. No particular preparation is required to attend.

The Five Paragraph Method was developed for use in brief writing courses for master students in all disciplines at the University of Oslo. The method implies both an adaptation to the challenges of scholarly and scientific writing, and a methodical generalization and simplification.


The main aim of this workshop will be to offer the participants tools to exercise, to get started and to get on with their academic writing. It’s a kind of writer’s gym: to get fit for writing. With some exercise in this method you will always be able to write a couple of pages in half an hour.

The method will not only be useful for your own writing, but also for helping other writers, and for managing collaborative writing.
