1.  In R. K. Narayan’s novel The Vendor of Sweets, Jagan is described as remembering that “one ought not to resist when circumstances pushed one across the threshold of a new personality.”  Discuss how the theme of this novel may be that of changing oneself.  Why would that be an important theme in postcolonial thought and theory?  Explain.

2. In Monica  Ali’s novel Brick Lane, Nazneen wonders about her affair with Karim: “If she could leave him so easily, if it was as easy as that, then why did she ever begin it?”  Why, in fact, does Nazneen choose to do this?  What significance do you attach to the Karim affair in terms of Nazneen’s development, and also in terms of the postcolonial, diasporic woman?

3. In “On National Culture,” Frantz Fanon maintains that “Colonialism is not satisfied merely with hiding a people in its grip and emptying the native’s brain of all form and content.  By a kind of perverted logic, it turns to the past of the oppressed people, and distorts, disfigures and destroys it.”  Discuss how this statement is exemplified by developments, themes or incidents in two novels you have read this term.  Explain.
