In the analysis of the images you should use the readings — you
find the reading list on the web page. The deadline of the report is Monday March 27 and
you submit it to chrismmo(@ifi.uio.no. The number of pages is minimum 5 pages of text,
thus, with the pictures it will be more than 5, and maximum is 10 pages. Use 12 p font with
lines spacing 1,5 lines.

The presentation will take place March 30 in a workshop. You will be informed in advanced
what you are assumed to do.

The project is the base for your individual essay. The project is similar to a mandatory
exercise (obl oppgave) hence you have to pass in order to write the essay and the oral exam.
